J K N Sharma on 24th July 2008. The members observed a two-minute silence to pay their homage to the departed soul and passed a 

Condolence Resolution to be passed on to Dr. J K N Sharma. 
 

Welcome by Dr. Dr. V N Bindal, President of the Forum, and Introductory Remarks:  
Since the last General Body meeting of the Forum, a number of developments had taken place and it was only appropriate that the members 

were apprised of these developments.  
 

1. On September 27, 2008 – the NPL Open Day – Dr. Vikram Kumar, Director, NPL had given out the certificates and awards to the children of the  
NPL Staff Members, who had been approved by the Scholarship Committee of the Forum under the Chairman ship of Dr. Anil Kumar Gupta. It  

was very heartening to note that he himself and Shri Balraj Singh had also instituted NPL Former Scientists Forum Awards, thereby increasing the  

number of  Scholarships & Awards  instituted to ten....  
 

2. The Fifth Issue of the Forum’s Newsletter dated September 2008 had been published and despite his other commitments and progrmmes Dr. Anil  

Kumar Gupta had agreed to release it at this meeting. 
 

3. CSIR vide its letter dated 10th October has issued a letter relating to the implementation of the Sixth Central Pay Commission relating to the  

implementation of the Sixth Central Pay Commission , a copy of which had also been received by the Secretary of the Forum. The contents of this  
letter, a copy of which has also been marked to the SBI, Main Branch, New Delhi, has also been circulated by the Secretary to the Members at this  

meeting.  

  
Dr. Bindal said that the response to the advertisement that had been circulated for the various Scholarships & Awards had not been very 

encouraging and he felt that ways and means are to be found to attract a larger number of applications for these Scholarships & Awards.

Dr. Bindal said that Prof Jain had very kindly accepted to give a poular talk based on his vast research experience spanning over more than 

50 years, but unfortunately he had conveyed to him his inability to do so as he had suddenly been taken ill. The Forum will await a talk from 

him at a future date.

Further, he, as the Former Vice Chairman of the Hindi Committee of NPL put the members of the 

Forum on the mailing list for the copies of “Sameeksha”. Dr. Gupta had been elected as also a Fellow of Institutions of Engineers in 1990, 

and also Fellow of Indian ational Academy of Engineers in 2006. He also briefly touched upon the significant highlights of the Newsletter     
 

Dr. Gupta in his address before the release of the Newsletter said that the publication of the Laboratory’s historic, ”Diamond Jubilee 

Document”, would not have been possible if this effort had not received support from the members of the NPL Former Scientists Forum and, 

in particular from Dr. V N Bindal, Dr. K K Mahajan, Dr. Ashok Kumar Gupta, Dr. P C Jain, Shri G K Arora, Shri S M Dhawan and Shri R C 

Dhawan.
